Hi-Tech Home will take on projects
of all sizes—from a couple hundred
dollars to a few hundred thousand
dollars. Examples of the range of
installations this company offers
are found in their 5,500-square-foot
show house, in partnership with
Cornerstone Homes. The house is
considered by industry sources to
be one of the most advanced smart
houses in the country, displaying

a variety of technology solutions
designed to enhance and improve

many aspects of home life.

“The goal on this project was of grand
scale,” says Jay Cobb. “First and fore-
most, we wanted a dedicated theater with
accessibility to any and every type of enter-
tainment device one could imagine. We
also wanted a game room complete with a
six-television video wall so that we could
display six different sporting events at the
same time. Further, we wanted complete
automation for lighting and temperature
control. All of this in addition to complete
structured wiring throughout the house,
another surround sound setup in the family
room, a TV behind a two-way mirror in the
master bathroom, a flat-panel TV covered
by Vision Art in the master bedroom, speak-
ers in just about every room, and even an
in-wall iPort to distribute music all through-
out the house.”

“Our goal was to provide all of this equip-
ment and functionality and remain within
a certain budget,” he continues. “As this
was new construction, our biggest con-
cern was initial design to make sure that we
had all the right wires in all the right places
before the home was finished. With a large
two-story home, a change in design after
drywall went up would be a major under-
taking. As a result, the design phase was
an arduous one. We had to figure out what
equipment we needed to make our goal
become a reality while at the same time
keeping our costs from getting out of hand.
Once we had all of the equipment lined out,
we had to determine what wires needed to
go where. Once the design was in place, it
was simply a matter of getting the home
wired without any mistakes.”

“We achieved our goal for people to
see, touch, and experience the latest and
greatest home technology in an actual liv-
ing environment rather than in a fabricated
display room,” says Cobb. “We’re provid-
ing an opportunity for people to understand
how various technology solutions fit and
blend into their lives.” The show house is
located in Copper River Ranch and is open
every Saturday and Sunday from 1 to 4 p.m.
It can also be viewed during the week by
appointment.
